Dear Parents/Guardians of Secondary 3 Students, 
 

UPDATES ON EVENTS IN TERM 2 2023 

 
1. We hope that your teen had meaningful and restful March holidays, and you were able to spend quality 

time with him/her.  
 
With an endemic Covid-19 as the new norm, we are glad that schools have been able to fully resume 
key student development experiences including the National School Games (NSG), Singapore Youth 
Festival (SYF) Arts Presentation, and Outdoor Adventure Learning, in addition to school-based 
enrichment programmes. These provide our students with a holistic education for life, by building 
camaraderie, character, and resilience along with their peers, in authentic contexts.  
 
MOE will also continue with efforts to nurture diverse talents and expand education pathways. New 
initiatives were recently announced, including greater flexibility for students to customise their learning. 
We are pleased to share that Bowen will be leveraging its early adopter advantage as a Full SBB pilot 
school to offer selected upper secondary elective subjects at more demanding or less demanding levels, 
from our 2024 Sec 3 cohort onwards. We are confident that this will even better equip our students with 
future-ready competencies as well as enable them to take stronger ownership of their education journey. 
Our current upper secondary students can also look forward to enhancements to post-secondary 
pathways, such as expansion of the Polytechnic Foundation Programme and changes to the A-Level 
curriculum and university admissions.        

 
As we enter Term 2 of the school year, we trust that it will be as enriching and fulfilling for your teen as 
Term 1. We would like to provide you with key updates for Term 2 for our Sec 3 students. 

 
A. Safe Management Measures (SMM) in Term 2 

 

2. While Singapore has stepped down many remaining SMM as a nation, an endemic Covid-19 footing will 
not be static, and Bowen stands prepared for possible adjustments where necessary. We will also 
continue to remain vigilant in checking in on our students and safeguarding their well-being.  
 

3. As there has been a rise in influenza cases in recent months, please remind your teen to practice good 
personal hygiene (e.g. washing/sanitising hands) and exercise personal and social responsibility. While 
mask-wearing is no longer required in a school setting, it remains an effective way to minimise the risk of 
infectious disease transmission. Students who prefer wearing masks are welcome to continue doing so.    

 
If your teen is unwell (whether Ag+ or not), he/she should not come to school. Do inform his/her FTs and 
consult a doctor. Based on MOH’s revised health advisory, persons with severe/prolonged or worsening 
ARI symptoms should see a doctor, while those with mild ARI symptoms should stay at home until 
symptoms resolve. Social responsibility will be crucial in preventing any infectious disease outbreak in 
schools. In the event your teen has to miss school, his/her learning will be supported. FTs will assign a 
buddy to update your teen on the lessons and collect his/her worksheets. Please encourage your teen to 
be proactive in finding out on what he/she has missed from his/her buddy.
