The details have also been put up on class notice boards as well
as sent to students via their Student Learning Space (SLS) account.

4. As part of revision, practice papers will be provided to help students familiarise themselves with
examination format/demand and build confidence. These practice papers may be administered
during lessons or as homework. Subject teachers will instruct and guide the students accordingly.

5. While examinations are one main avenue for teachers and students to assess learning progress,
they are not the be-all and end-all of education. We look forward to continuing to partner with
you to nurture the joy of learning in our students, support their holistic development, and help
them see examinations and tests as opportunities to surpass themselves.

. Secondary 3 Extended Curriculum

. The annual Sec 3 November Extended Curriculum (NEC) will be conducted from Mon 30 Oct to
Fri 3 Nov. The objectives of these lessons are to provide students with more time and space to
consolidate the learning from Sec 3 and prepare them for Sec 4.

The last
day of school will be Fri 27 Oct. In addition to the NEC for Sec 3 students, teachers may ask
students to return to school to provide additional support for students who need it, in the first
two weeks of November.
